	Fire Traffic Area (FTA) 
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Over the last several years some Interagency issues arose from the current FTA Power Point and Poster. The Interagency Aerial Supervision Committee has resolved those issues and created a new FTA profile and Power Point.  

The basic principles of the FTA remain intact: Call by 12 miles, No Communication’s Hold by 7 miles and the 3 C’s Communication, Clearance and Comply with the Clearance.

	Airspace.nifc.gov  continues provide large scale distribution of the most complete graphical TFR information available. Over 8 million hits averaging 26,000 visitors a day year round in 2006. Current Aeronautical Charts with labels giving NOTAM #, Lat/Long/Freq and Altitude information for specific TFR’s are provided. GIS personnel may access Electronic Aeronautical Charts.
