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U.S. Department of Transportation (DOT) Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) Drivers Hours-of –Service (HOS) rules changed on January 4, 2004.  The new rules are as follows:
New Hours-of-Service (HOS) Rules
Compliance Required On & After January 4, 2004

CMV driver may drive 11 hours, following 10 hours off-duty.

CMV driver may not drive beyond the 14th hour after coming-on duty, following 10 hours off-duty.

CMV driver may not drive after 60/70 hours on-duty in 7/8 consecutive days.

· A driver may restart a 7/8 consecutive day period after taking 34 or more consecutive hour’s off-duty.

Simply stated, this means:
Drivers may drive up to 11 hours instead of 10 hours, but are limited to 14 hours in a duty period.

The 14-hour duty period may not be extended with off-duty time for meal and fuel stops, etc. Only the use of a sleeper berth can extend the 14-hour on-duty period.

Each duty period must begin with at least ten hours off-duty, rather than eight.

The 60 hours on-duty in 7 consecutive days, or 70 hours on duty in 8 consecutive days, remains the same, but drivers can “restart” the 7/8-day period by taking at least 34 consecutive hours off-duty.

That being said, it is not the Helicopter Managers’ duty to assure Contractor compliance to DOT policy.  Fuel servicing vehicle drivers shall comply with DOT Safety Regulations 49 CFR Parts 390-399, including duty limitations.  It is the Contractor’s responsibility to ensure that their employees comply with DOT regulations.
What the Helicopter Manager is responsible for is to assure that the Contractor adheres to the terms of the Agency procurement document (contract) and any duty limitations in addition to the DOT (i.e. 2 full calendar days of rest (off duty) during any 14-day period) required under the procurement document.  The fuel servicing vehicle driver will be responsible for keeping the Government appraised of his/her duty limitation status. 
For the field season 2004 Helicopter Managers will not be required to track fuel servicing vehicle driver duty/driving time on the IHOG form HCM-15 Driver (Helicopter Attendant) Driving Time/Duty Day Cumulative Log.
Any questions regarding fuel servicing vehicle driver duty limitations should be addressed to the Agency Contracting Officer for the procurement document that the helicopter was hired under.
