I was recently informed, in writing, by the National Interagency Aviation Council (NIAC) Chairperson that the Interagency Helicopter Operations Guide (IHOG), 2005 revision, has not received endorsement from the Aviation Management Council (AMC).   Why the 2005 IHOG revision has not received an endorsement is not exactly clear, however, the fact remains, as of July 12, 2005, the 2005 IHOG revision has not been approved.  
Realizing that we are half way through July, NIAC has agreed, and I quote “NIAC has agreed that it is too late in the field season to issue new guidance on the scale of IHOG.  Therefore, we will continue to operate under the current approved IHOG (2002) until next field season.”  
For the remainder of the 2005 field season, continue to operate under the 2002 IHOG.  The IHOP Steering Committee will continue to work with NIAC to resolve this issue.  It is my expectation that the 2005 revision will be signed soon.  Following revision approval, it is the IHOP steering committee’s intent to implement the new IHOG this coming fall.  
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
