During our last NIAC conference call (7/7/05) we discussed the ongoing issue of the 2005 IHOG revision endorsement.  It was the intention of NIAC to work cooperatively with the Aviation Management Council (AMC) to answer any questions regarding the new IHOG prior to release.  AMC has been consistently non-responsive in this matter. NIAC felt that consultation and cooperation on this issue with AMC was critical because of the evolving nature of this relationship, and the connection between IHOG and Departmental Policy, which is AMC’s venue.  NIAC has agreed that it is too late in the field season to issue new guidance on the scale of the IHOG.  This is actually the type of situation we were established to preclude.  Therefore, we will continue to operate under the current approved IHOG (2002) until next field season.  This will also serve as notice to IHOPS to review the proposed 2005 edition prior to submission for 2006.  I apologize for our inability to get this matter resolved in a timely manner.  My expectation is that once we have resolved this issue with AMC, such approvals can and will be delivered in an expeditious manner.  Any questions, give me a call at 387-5448.
