*** SAFETY COMES FIRST ON EVERY FIRE, EVERY TIME ***

CURRENT SITUATION: Several Areas continued to witness increased initial
attack activity. The Great Basin experienced numerous large range fires
again yesterday. Resource mobilization through NICC remains moderate.

Southern California Large Fires:

WASI0JA, Santa Barbara County and Los Padres NF. This fire is managed
under Unified Command between Santa Barbara County and the Los Padres NF.
A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Smith) and a State Incident Commander
(Vittum) are assigned. This fire is burning in 60+ year old fuels near
the community of New Cuyama. The current threat is to a radio site. Fire
behavior decreased allowing crews to make good progress.

Southwest Area Large Fires:

BRIDGER COMPLEX, Kaibab NF. This fire is 25 miles southwest of Jacob
Lake, AZ on the border of Grand Canyon NP. This Complex includes the
BRIDGER KNOLL/JUMP and PASS fires. The Complex was turned over to a local
team yesterday. No other information received.

CHINO WELL FLOOD, Mescalero Agency, BIA. An NPS All Risk Incident
Management Team is assigned. Current efforts are focused on abating
immediate flash floods.

Two Fires are in a confinement suppression strategy totalling 19,736
acres.

Eastern Great Basin Area Large Fires:

CEPTOR, South-Central ldaho District, BLM. This fire is located 49 miles
northwest of Burley, ID. Extreme fire behavior was experienced yesterday
afternoon causing the fire to escape containment. Current threats are to
homes, farms buildings and hay stacks.

SILVER HILLS, Salt Lake District, BLM. This fire is located 37 miles



south of Wendover, UT. Airtanker drops were successful in protecting the
town of Gold Hill. Helicopters made progress in protecting a
communications site. Erratic winds caused runs on the west side of the
fire into steep terrain with mine sites.

RICHFIELDS, South-Central ldaho District, BLM. This fire grew rapidly 41
miles northwest of Burley, ID. Current threats are to fish and wildlife
habitat and cattle. Extreme burning conditions and rough terrain are
causing control problems.

GERMAN LAKE, South-Central ldaho District, BLM. Wildlife habitat and new
seedlings are threatened by this fire burning 31 miles northeast of
Burley, ID. Thick brush and rough terrain are hindering suppression
efforts.

JACK CREEK, Salmon-Challis NF. The fire is burning in heavy timber 50
miles southwest of Salmon, ID. Control problems are steep slopes.

Western Great Basin Large Fires:

SUNRISE, Carson City District, BLM. A Type 1l Incident Management Team
(Burdick) is assigned. The fire is burning in grass, sage and heavy
stands of Pinyon-Juniper approximately 45 miles east of Carson City, NV.
The current threat is to a major powerline. Steep terrain, strong winds
and erratic winds are hampering suppression efforts.

CEDAR, Carson City District, BLM. This fire is burning in the Desatoya
Mountains on the eastern edge of Churchill County, NV. High winds caused
the fire to escape control lines, almost tripling in size. The current
threat is to riparian areas. Control problems include poor access, steep
terrrain and erratic fire behavior.

Alaska Large Fires:

Alaska has 25 fires in a limited suppression strategy totalling 369,406
acres.

OUTLOOK:

The ridge of high pressure aloft will be suppressed southward as a
disturbance moves into western Canada. This will bring a breezy afternoon
to the northern Great Basin and Northern Rockies. Pacific moisture will
effect areas west of the Cascades while monsoon moisture thunderstorms
continue over the Southern Rockies and Southwest. High temperatures in
the West will range from the 70"s and 80"s in the northern mountains to
115-120 in the lower Southwest deserts. Alaska will be partly cloudy and
warm with scattered afternoon thundershowers. High temperatures will range
from 65 to 85. Winds will be variable at 10-15 MPH. Northern Minnesota
will be partly sunny with a chance of late day thundershowers. High
temperatures will be in the 80"s with south winds at 5-10 MPH. The
potential for fire activity remains as the holiday week progresses.
