INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
THURSDAY AUGUST 14, 1997 - 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: New large fires were reported in Southern California
and the Northwest Areas, necessitating Incident Management Team
mobilizations. Resource mobilization through NICC increased with orders
for airtankers, lead planes, helicopters, caterers, showers and radio
systems. Very high and extreme fire indices continue to be reported on
units in California, Arizona, Nevada, Oregon and Washington.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

NARROWS, ANGELES NF. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Hutchinson) has
been ordered. The fire is in the Sheep Mountain Wilderness in the east
fork of the San Gabriel Canyon, 15 miles northeast of Glendora, CA. Due
to extremely steep, rugged, inaccessible terrain, initial attack was with
airtankers and helicopters.

JACKS, Sequoia NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Bacon) is
assigned. This fire is located 30 miles east of Lake Isabella in the
Kiahava Wilderness. The fire remained within control lines with no
increase in acreage. Line construction continues, with full containment
expected today.

OUTLOOK:

California will be mostly sunny after the morning fog and low clouds along
the coast and coastal valleys lift. Isolated afternoon thunderstorms are
expected over the central Sierra Crest. High temperatures will be in the
70"s to lower 90"s in the mountains, the 90"s to near 105 in the inland
valleys and in the upper 90°s to near 110 in the southern deserts.

Oregon and Washington will be sunny and very warm, except a little cooler
in western Washington. There will be areas of morning fog along the coast
and in western Washington. High temperatures will be in the mid 80"s to

near 100, except 65 to 75 in western Washington.

Nevada will be mostly sunny. High temperatures will be in the 80"s and
90"s to near 110 in the southern deserts.

High pressure will build into the southwest part of Alaska. 1t will be
partly cloudy in the southern part of the state and cloudy with showers in
the northern and central part of the state. High temperatures will be iIn
the upper 50"s to mid 70°s.

Michigan will be mostly sunny with increasing clouds in the west this
afternoon. High temperatures will be in the upper 60"s to mid 70"s.

A warm front will move into Minnesota today, bringing cloudy skies with
showers and thunderstorms. High temperatures will range from 65 to 75.

Maine will be partly sunny with a few morning showers in the eastern

sections. High temperatures will be in the upper 60"s in the north to the
upper 70"s in the south.
