INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
SUNDAY, SEPTEMBER 7, 1997 - 0900 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: Large fire activity continued in Southern California.
Minimal initial attack fire activity was reported elsewhere. Very high
and extreme fire indices were reported on several units in the California,
Northern Rockies, and Great Basin Areas.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

MARGARITA, San Diego Ranger Unit, California Department of Forestry. This
fire is located 2 miles southwest of Temecula, CA. Firefighters made good
progress on line construction. Steep terrain, dry conditions, and spot
fires are creating control problems. Homes in the Deluz Canyon are
threatened. Acreage decrease is due to more accurate mapping.

THORNTON, Sequoia NF. This lightning caused fire is located five miles
southeast of Lake Isabella. Containment, hampered by steep, inaccessible
terrain Is expected today.

OUTLOOK:

California will be mostly sunny and very warm with breezy conditions in
the southern deserts. A slight chance of afternoon thunderstorms exists
for the southern mountains and deserts. Temperatures will be in the 70°s
and 80°s iIn the mountains, the 80"s and 90°s in the coastal valleys, and
90"s to 105 in the inland valleys and deserts.

Nevada will be partly sunny with a few thunderstorms in the south and
east. Temperatures will range from the 80"s in the north to 106 in the
south.

Utah will be partly cloudy with a chance of showers and thunderstorms over
the mountains. Temperatures will be 85 to 95 across the state.

Idaho will be partly sunny with isolated afternoon showers and
thunderstorms in the southern and central portions. Temperatures will be
in the 70"s and 80"s in the mountains and the 80"s and 90"s in the
valleys.

Montana will be partly cloudy with a few showers and thunderstorms in the
south. Northern temperatures will be in the 70"s, with southern highs
reaching into the 80°s.
