INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
FRIDAY, SEPTEMBER 26, 1997 - 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: Large fire activity decreased in Southern California
due to rainfall from tropical storm Nora. Resource mobilization through
NICC consisted of 1 Type Il helicopter, 1 shower unit and some
miscellaneous overhead. Minimal fire activity occurred elsewhere.
Several units in Southern California, Western Great Basin and Northern
Rockies continue to report very high fire indices.

SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA LARGE FIRES:

DEL DIOS, San Diego Ranger Unit, California Department of Forestry. This
fire is located near Lake Hughes, west of Escondido, CA. The fire
received light rain, enabling direct attack and rapid line construction.
Two homes, 2 sheds and 2 trailers have been destroyed.

COFFEE, Sequoia NF. A Type 1l Incident Management Team (Benik) is
assigned. This fire is located 5 miles east of Springville, CA. Light
rain has helped suppression efforts. Highway 190 has been reopened to
the public. Current threats are structures and a repeater site.

DEMOCRAT, Sequoia NF. This fire is located near Democrat Hot Springs, 25
miles east of Bakersfield, CA. The fire received measurable rainfall.

HOMESTEAD, Los Padres NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Smith) is
assigned. The fire is burning in old, heavy north slope mixed chaparral
30 miles west northwest of Santa Barbara, CA. Access is very limited due
to steep and rocky terrain. Type | helicopters played a key role in
holding the fires spread to a minimum as crews worked the line. Current
threats are to Nojoqui County Park and Georgia Ranch.

AMPHITHEATER, Sequoia and Kings Canyon NP. A Type 1l Incident Management
Team (Bacon) is assigned. This fire is located 32 miles east northeast
of Visalia, CA. Rainfall has helped suppression efforts. The General
Highway remains closed. Current threats are to Giant Forest development,
a microwave station and utility lines.

OUTLOOK:

California will have patchy fog and clouds early in the day, becoming
mostly sunny by mid afternoon. Temperatures will be In the 70"s in the
mountains, the 80"s and lower 90°"s in the coastal valleys, and into the
90"s in the interior valleys and deserts.

Washington and Oregon will be mostly cloudy west of the Cascades with a
chance of rain along the coast. The eastern portion will be partly
cloudy with a chance of showers. Temperatures will be cooler with
slightly breezy conditions. Highs will be 65 to 72 west of the Cascades,
and 65 to 80 to the east.

The remains of tropical storm Nora will move over Utah. This will bring
mostly cloudy conditions with showers and some locally heavy rain.
Temperatures will be In the upper 60°"s to the low 80"s. Nevada will have
decreasing clouds during the day with a chance of showers in the morning
in the eastern sections. Temperatures will be in the 70"s and 80"s
across the state.

A RED FLAG WARNING HAS BEEN POSTED FOR EASTERN MONTANA FOR LOW RELATIVE
HUMIDITIES AND INCREASING WIND THIS AFTERNOON. Western Montana will be
mostly cloudy with a chance of showers, turning cooler during the
afternoon. Highs will be in the 60"s and 70"s. Eastern Montana will
have increasing clouds and wind. Highs will be in the high 80"s and
90"s.

The Southeast will be mostly cloudy and humid with numerous showers and
thunderstorms. Temperatures will be In the 70"s and 80°s.
