
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT 
SUNDAY, OCTOBER 12, 2003 – 0800 MDT 

NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 3 
 
 

CURRENT SITUATION: 
 
Initial attack activity was light nationwide.  Nationally 40 new fires were reported.  One new large 
fire was reported in the Eastern Area.  Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, 
California, and Hawaii. 

 
 
NORTHWEST AREA LARGE FIRES: 

 
NEEDLES, Okanogan/Wenatchee National Forest.  This fire is in timber and heavy downed fuels, 
12 miles northwest of Winthrop, WA.  Smoldering was observed.   
 
CRYSTAL CREEK, Okanogan/Wenatchee National Forest.  This fire is in mixed conifer with dead 
and downed fuels, six miles southwest of Leavenworth, WA.  No further information was received. 
 
ISABEL, Okanogan/Wenatchee National Forest.  This fire is in timber, seven miles west of 
Conconully, WA.  The fire was holding in heavy fuels and duff. 
 
B&B COMPLEX, Deschutes National Forest.  This complex, comprised of the Booth and Bear 
Butte fires, is in timber with heavy ground fuels 14 miles west of Sisters, OR.  No further 
information was received.

OUTLOOK: 
 

Weather Discussion:  A fast westerly flow has established itself across the northern tier of the 
country.  Some disturbances in this flow will cause showers and scattered mountain snow showers 
across the Washington Cascades and in the Idaho Panhandle. In California, some strong and 
gusty northeast winds will occur overnight from the Cascade-Sierra crest to the western 
Sacramento Valley foothills and the East Bay Area.  Some shower and thunderstorm potential still 
exists across southern New Mexico as well.

In the far north, isolated showers 
ending early, then becoming mostly 
sunny and warmer by midday.  Mostly 
sunny elsewhere. 

 
60s to low 70s near the 
coast and higher 
elevations, and 70s to 
low 80s in the inland 
valleys. 

 
50% or more near the 
coast, 25 to 35% at 
higher elevations.  20 
to 30% in the inland 
valleys, and 15 to 
25% east of the 
Cascade-Sierra crest.  
Followed by poor 
nighttime humidity 
recovery most areas. 

 
West to northwest at 7 to 
15 mph, with gusts of 25 to 
35 mph in the coastal 
areas and high elevations; 
and northwest to northeast 
at 5 to 12 mph with gusts 
to 25 mph in the inland 
valleys. 

 
WESTERN GREAT BASIN AREA 
Mostly cloudy north, mostly sunny in 
the southern skies, with a few morning 
clouds in the far south. 

 
Low 60s to mid 70s in 
the north; 80s in the 
south; 50s and 60s at 
the higher elevations. 

 
8 to 18% in the 
valleys.  15 to 25% at 
the higher elevations.  

 
West at 10 to 20 mph in 
the north; 5 to 12 mph 
across the rest of the state.
