NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 1

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 100 new fires reported. One new large fire was
reported in the Southwest Area. Two large fires were contained in the Southern Area. Very high to
extreme fire indices were reported in Alaska, Arizona, California, Colorado, Florida, New Mexico,

Oklahoma, Texas, Utah and Wyoming.

SOUTHWEST AREA LARGE FIRES:

DIAMOND, Tonto National Forest. This fire is 45 miles northeast of Phonenix, AZ in chapparal,
grass and Sonoran Desert vegetation. Minimal fire activity was reported. Steep and rugged terrain
continues to be a concern for suppression resources.

KP, Apache-Sitgreaves National Forest. A Type 2 Incident Management Team has been ordered.
This fire is 25 miles south of Alpine, AZ in bush and pine timber. Significant fire spread to the
northeast occurred due to high winds in the afternoon.
