
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT 
SATURDAY, MAY 27, 2006 – 0800 MDT 
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2 

 
 
 

CURRENT SITUATION: 
 

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 76 new fires reported.  Four new large fires (*) were 
reported, two in the Southern Area, one each in the Southwest and Northern California Areas.  
Three large fires were contained, one each in the Southern, Southwest and Northern California 
Areas.  Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Arizona, Kansas, Nebraska, New 
Mexico, Colorado, Minnesota and Utah. 

 
 

EASTERN GREAT BASIN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES: 
 
TEST SITE, Southwest Area, Utah Division of Forestry and State Lands.  This fire is 20 miles 
northeast of St. George, UT in pinyon pine, grass and brush.  Numerous structures remain 
threatened.  Active fire in islands of unburned fuel in the interior was reported.

SOUTHWEST AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES: 
 

ADOBE, Socorro District, New Mexico State Forestry.  This fire is 28 miles southeast of Animas, 
NM in mixed conifer forest and grass.  Burn out operations are ongoing.  Active fire with group 
torching on south facing slopes was reported. 
 
ROMERO, Coronado National Forest.   This fire is six miles southeast of Oro Valley, AZ in brush.  
Minimal fire activity was observed. 
 
NORTH TAYLOR, Coronado National Forest.  This fire is 19 miles southwest of Safford, AZ in 
timber and brush.   Smoldering in interior was reported.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES: 

 
BLACK RIDGE, Southern Ute Agency, Bureau of Indian Affairs.  This fire is 12 miles south of 
Durango, CO in pinyon pine and juniper.  Two residences remain threatened.  Moderate fire 
behavior with individual torching and active burning in interior islands was reported.

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES: 
 
LAKE OLYMPIA, Texas Forest Service.  This fire is four miles south of Missouri City, TX in grass. 
Numerous residences and a commercial property are threatened.  A subdivision was evacuated.  
Very active fire behavior was reported.   
 
PALO DURA EAST, Texas Forest Service.  This fire, formerly named Palo Dura Canyon, is eight 
miles northwest of Wayside, TX in grass.  Crowning and short runs were reported.  Good progress 
was made in burn out operations and line construction.  The increase in acreage is due to more 
accurate mapping. 
 
WF POSSUM CAMP, Florida Division of Forestry.  This fire is two miles west of Edgewater, FL in 
southern rough and timber.  No new information was reported.  This will be the last report unless 
new information is received.

OUTLOOK: 
 

Red Flag Warnings:  All of Arizona, northern and central New Mexico and portions of southeast 
New Mexico and southwest Texas for strong southwest winds and low humidity.  Most of central 
and southern Utah and the Arizona Strip for strong winds and low RH.  In effect from 9am to 9pm 
for most of southern Nevada for gusty winds and low RH 
 
Fire Weather Watches: For portions of southeast California from 11 AM to 8 PM for strong 
southwest winds and low humidity.  Southern New Mexico and portions of west Texas for strong 
southwest winds and low humidity. 
 
Weather Discussion:  A low pressure trough over the Northwest will bring dry, windy weather to 
the Southwest, western Texas, southern Great Basin and Colorado.  High pressure will persist 
over Florida with some moisture over the area.

HELICOPTER LANDING AREA SAFETY 

The following points should be considered when operating around an unimproved landing site: 

 Always wear your personal protective equipment (PPE) when working around an operating 
helicopter. 

 Always get the approval of a flight crewmember or the pilot before approaching a starting or 
operating helicopter. 

 Only approach and depart a helicopter as directed, in a slightly crouched position, and in full 
view of a crewmember. 

 When approaching or departing an operating helicopter, never approach or depart uphill and do 
not hold equipment overhead. 

 Always approach and depart an operating helicopter on the downhill side. 

 Remove or secure loose articles when working around an operating helicopter. 

 Be aware of the dust abatement conditions of the landing area, as blowing dust, sand, or rocks 
caused by the helicopter’s rotor wash can be hazardous.
