INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
SUNDAY, APRIL 28, 1996 - 0900 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: High winds coupled with extreme burning conditions in
the Southwest Area continued to plague suppression efforts on the large
fires. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Frye) from the Northern Rockies
has been ordered to be prepositioned in Phoenix, AZ. The Rocky Mountain
and Southern California Areas also experienced large fire activity
yesterday. Resource mobilization through NICC was steady.

Southwest Area Large Fires:

DOME, Santa Fe NF. A Type Il Incident Management Team (Blackwell) is
assigned. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Loving) will take over the
fire this morning. Strong winds again yesterday from the west and
northwest caused spotting and erratic fire behavior which continued to
slow line construction. Structures west of Cochiti Canyon continue to be
threatened.

CLARK PEAK, Coronado NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Moore) is
assigned. Strong erratic winds caused the fire to jump the line in
Division A yesterday afternoon. Columbine spike camp was evacuated as a
precautionary measure. Multi-million dollar telescopes, an astro-physical
research station, fifteen summer homes, a major USFS administrative site
with a visitor information center and a research natural area continue to
be threatened as well as habitat for the Mt. Graham Red Squirrel, Mexican
Spotted Owl and Northern Goshawk.

LONE, Tonto NF. A Type 1l Incident Management Team (Whitney) is assigned.
Concerns are for predicted winds today possibly pushing the fire into Four
Peaks Wilderness. Spotted Owl habitat is threatened.

SUGARITE, New Mexico State. The fire is burning in the Sugarite State
Park area. Residential structures on the south and east sides of the fire
made it necessary to use airtanker support. Dozer lines were constructed
around residential areas and burnout operations were conducted to protect
structures.

WHITE SPRINGS COMPLEX, Fort Apache Agency, BIA. A Type 1l Incident
Management Team (Leech) is assigned. The Complex consists of the White
Springs (4,263 acres) and Cibecue Ridge (670 acres) fires. No major runs
occurred on the fire yesterday and good progress was made on line
construction. There is no longer a threat to the community of Carrizo,
and structure protection units were released yesterday.

CHINO WELL, Mescalero Agency, BIA. A Type 1 Incident Management Team
(Lente) is assigned. Mop-up and line holding actions are continuing with
good progress being made. Although winds gusting to 35 MPH were present
yesterday, no spot fires crossed the line. Demobilization of
miscellaneous overhead is planned for today and for some crews on Monday.
