*** SAFETY COMES FIRST ON EVERY FIRE, EVERY TIME ***

CURRENT SITUATION: Fire activity continued in Southern California and was
concentrated mainly on the Riverside Ranger Unit. Initial attack activity
continued in the Southwest Area. Most units in the Southwest Area
continue to report very high to extreme fire indices.

Southern California Area Large Fires:

SHORT, Riverside Ranger Unit, California State. A State Type 1 Incident
Management Team (Wright) is committed. No new information received.

DRIP, Riverside Ranger Unit, California State. A State Type | Incident
Management Team (Benson) is committed. Heavy fuels, limited access and
high winds have hampered suppression efforts. This fire has the potential
to burn up to 2,500 acres.

RECHE, Riverside Ranger Unit, California State. The fire is located in
the Moreno Valley. Structures were threatened in the Reche Canyon area,
but no damage was reported.

CREAG, Riverside Ranger Unit, California State. This fire is burning in
flashy fuels near Highway 74. Structure protection measures have been
taken. One outbuilding was destroyed.

High
temperatures will will be in the 60"s and 70"s in the mountains to 100 in
the lower elevations. Winds will be variable at 5-15 MPH. [Increased fire
activity iIs anticipated as hot and dry weather conditions return to the
southwestern United States.
