CURRENT SITUATION: Moderate fire activity was reported throughout the
western United States. Type 11 Incident Management Teams were committed
in the Eastern Great Basin and Northwest Areas. Mobilization of resources
through NICC has decreased. An accident involving a smokejumper occurred
yesterday while jumping a fire on the Klamath NF in Northern California.

A successful evacuation was completed and the smokejumper is in the
hospital in stable condition. An Investigation Team is being assembled.

Northern California Large Fires:

MADALANNA, Plumas NF. A Type | Incident Management Team (Greenhoe) is
assigned. The fire is burning in grass, juniper and scattered timber 5
miles east of Beckwourth, CA. Good progress was made on the fire with 1
mile of dozer line completed. Concerns are for holding completed lines
with predicted thunderstorms. Steep rocky terrain and limited access are
hampering control efforts on the north flank. Frenchman Lake and
Frenchman Cove, areas of private land with structures, have been
evacuated.

Northwest Large Fires:

ELKHORN, Wallowa-Whitman NF. A Type 11 Incident Management Team (Lukens)
is assigned. This fire is burning in heavy fuels 6 miles southwest of
Baker City, OR. Major concerns are high winds and spotting.

JEFFERSON, Deschutes NF. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Porter) is
assigned. This fire is 18 miles north of Sisters, OR. Additional acres
have burned inside the old Jefferson burn. An estimated 2,480 acres have
burned onto the Warm Springs Indian Reservation. Current threats include
commercial timber and recreation areas.

SQUIRREL, Lakeview District, BLM. The fire is burning in lava fields
known as Devils Garden, 5 miles north of Fort Rock, OR. No other
information available.

HEPPSIE, Rogue River NF. A Type Il Incident Management Team (Weltch) is
assigned. The fire is burning in timber approximately 30 miles east of
Medford, OR. Threatened and endangered species is of concern. No other
information available.

Eastern Great Basin Large Fires:

ONAQUI COMPLEX, Salt Lake District, BLM. A Type 1l Incident Management

Team (Shive) is assigned. The complex consists of the HEMP SPRINGS,
QUINCY, DRY CANYON, AQUEDUCT and other unconfirmed fires. Reconnaissance
is planned for this morning to size up the other fires.

EAST CARBON, Moab District, BLM. A Type Il Incident Management Team
(Sisk) is assigned. Favorable weather conditions aided suppression
efforts and allowed for progress toward containment. Previous threats
have mitigated due to suppression efforts and weather.

DAVIS MOUNTAIN, Shoshone District, BLM. This fire is burning in steep,
rugged, inaccessible terrain 43 miles east of Mountain Home, ID.
Retardant was utilized to support backfire operations.

Three fires are in a confinement suppression strategy totalling 3,214
acres.

A Type Il Incident
Management Team (Dondero) is assigned. This fire is burning on BLM land
approximately 40 miles southeast of Carson City, NV. Structures in the
town of Topaz, CA are threatened, structure protection is in place.
Strong winds from thunderstorms and steep, rocky terrain are causing
control problems.

Line construction was completed
on thewestern front and improved on the remainder of the perimeter. Steep
slopes are a safety hazard.

They are burning on the Dixie NF in Utah but
are being suppressed by the Arizona Strip District, BLM through an initial
attack agreement.

OUTLOOK:

*** A FIRE WEATHER WATCH 1S POSTED FOR DRY ***
*** LIGHTNING IN PARTS OF WASHINGTON, OREGON AND IDAHO ***

Strong high pressure aloft is now centered near the Four Corners Area.
This has resulted in an influx of monsoon moisture in the desert Southwest
and southern Great Basin. The northern edge of this moisture will move
into the Pacific Northwest and northern Great Basin, resulting in
increased thunderstorm activity, some of which are expected to be dry.
Strong erratic winds are possible with the dry thunderstorms.
Thunderstorms over the southern tier of the West, from California to the



southern Rockies will be accompanied with rain. The desert Southwest may
experience some locally heavy downpours. lIsolated thunderstorms are
forecast for the Northern Rockies. Increasing clouds and thunderstorms
over the West will bring a little cooler temperatures and higher
humidities over most areas. High temperatures will generally be in the
80"s and 90"s with 70"s along the immediate coast and to 105 in the desert
Southwest. Dry lightning in the forecast will keep the potential for new
fire activity high.
