NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION: Increased initial attack activity was reported in
Northern California. Moderate initial attack activity continued in
Southern California and the Eastern Area. No other significant fire
activity was reported. Most units in Southern California are reporting
high to very high fire indices.

NORTHERN CALIFORNIA AREA LARGE FIRES:

MAYBERT, Tahoe NF. A Type Il Incident Management Team (Jessen) is
assigned. The fire is three miles east of Washington, CA. The current
threat is to domestic water supply and scattered mining structures.
Control problems consist of very steep terrain and an irregular burn
pattern. Increase in fire size is due to a successful burnout operation.
Suppression efforts were aided by 80% humidity and cloud cover over the
fire area yesterday.
