INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
THURSDAY, JULY 15, 1999 - 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 11

CURRENT SITUATION:

Moderate initial attack activity was reported in California, with light
activity elsewhere. Containment objectives were reached on most existing
large fires in the California and Southern Areas. In addition to the
fires reported below in Alaska®"s large fire narratives, the state has 48
fires burning in limited and modified protection areas for a total of
643,000 acres. The National Interagency Coordination Center mobilized an
air tanker, a lead plane, a smokejumper aircraft, radio equipment, and
miscellaneous overhead. High to extreme fire indices were reported in
Alaska, ldaho, Utah, Wyoming, California, Oregon, Washington, and Nevada.

ALASKA LARGE FIRES:

KINK, Northern Field Office, BLM - Upper Yukon Zone. This fire was
started by lightning on June 12 and is currently burning three miles north
of Chicken, Alaska. Crews are working to create defensible space around
cabins near the fire and suppressing spots across the river from the main
fire. A dozer line around the town of Chicken has been completed.

ROUNDABOUT MOUNTAIN, Koyukuk NWR - Galena Zone. This lightning-ignited
fire started ten miles south of Huslia, Alaska. Crews made good progress
on containing a 40 acre spot fire across the Koyukuk River from the main
fire. Spotting and torching continue to cause control problems.

JACKSON, Alaska State - Tanana Zone. This fire is burning in black spruce
ten miles east of Tanana, Alaska. Crews made significant progress at the
south end of the fire yesterday, despite very little water available for
the pumps. A hoselay is being placed on the left flank.

PITCHUK, Alaska State - Tanana Zone. This fire is seven miles southwest
of Bettles, Alaska. Intermittent torching and flare-ups occurred
yesterday. Crews were assisted by helicopter bucket work along the left
flank.

MARSHALL CREEK, Alaska State - Tanana Zone. This fire was started by
lightning on July 2, eight miles southwest of Rampart, Alaska. Native
allotment protection operations were initiated when the fire spread toward
allotments to the north. Crews and smokejumpers are currently working to
protect allotments on the east side of the fire. Plans are to initiate
action to defend the allotments down the Yukon River from the fire.

Higher relative humidity and light showers yesterday aided the efforts of
the firefighters.

WESTERN GREAT BASIN LARGE FIRE:

LANG SYNE, Winnemucca Field Office, BLM. A Type 11 Incident Management
Team (Johnson) is assigned. This fire is south of Winnemucca, NV and is
burning in grass, sage and juniper. Crews are concentrating on mopping up
the northwestern part of the fire, with the support of helicopter bucket
work. Challenges to containment include steep, rugged terrain, dry fuels,
and strong winds.

49, Madera-Mariposa-Merced Ranger Unit, Calif. Dept. of Forestry. This
lightning caused fire is burning near Coulterville, CA. Steep terrain and
high temperatures are causing control problems. Several structures remain
threatened.

OUTLOOK:

An upper level trough over the northwestern states will bring scattered
showers and isolated thunderstorms to northwest Montana, northern ldaho
and northeastern Washington. A few showers are expected over northern



Oregon with drizzle in Washington west of the Cascades. The associated
surface cold front will be moving into the Great Plains during the day.
The northern tier states will experience high temperatures only in the
70"s and 80°s.

Lingering monsoonal moisture will cause isolated to widely scattered wet
thunderstorms over Utah, Wyoming, and southern Nevada. The main axis of
deeper monsoonal moisture will produce scattered wet thunderstorms over
Arizona, New Mexico and Colorado, with high temperatures in the 80"s and
90"s. Mountain areas will be in the 70"s, while the southwest desert
temperatures reach 104.

Except for low clouds and fog along the coast with highs in the 70"s,
California will be mostly sunny with highs in the 80"s and 90"s. Lowest
minimum relative humidities will be found in the central valley and
deserts of California with 5 to 15 percent readings possible.

Significant winds will blow east of the Cascades at 10 to 20 MPH in
southern Oregon and northwest Nevada. On the lee side of the northern
Rocky Mountains, in western Wyoming and eastern Montana, winds will be 10
to 25 MPH.

In Alaska, the Mat-Su Valley and McGrath will be mostly cloudy with
scattered showers and highs in the 60°"s. The Upper Yukon and Northern
Region will be mostly cloudy with a chance of showers and widely scattered
thunderstorms, with highs in the upper 70"s and minimum humidities of 35
to 45 percent. The Tanana Zone will be cloudy with showers and highs in
the 70°s.
