NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 2

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 95 new fires reported. Three new large fires (*) were
reported, two in the Southern Area, and one in the Southwest Area. Three large fires were
contained in the Southern Area. Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Alaska,
Arizona, California, Colorado, Delaware, Minnesota, Nebraska, New Mexico, Utah and Wyoming.

SOUTHERN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:
277, National Forests in Florida. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Custer) is assigned. This

fire is six miles southwest of Taylor, FL in southern rough, and is burning in the Big Gum Swamp
Wilderness Area. Burn out operations were completed.
