INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT
FRIDAY, JUNE 16, 2006 — 0530 MDT
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL 3

CURRENT SITUATION:

Initial attack activity was light nationally with 59 new fires reported. Six new large fires (*) were
reported, two in the Southwest, and one each in the Rocky Mountain, Eastern Great Basin, Alaska,
and Southern Areas. Two large fires were contained, one each in the Southwest and Eastern
Great Basin Areas. Very high to extreme fire indices were reported in Alaska, Arizona, Colorado,
New Mexico, Nevada, Kansas, Nebraska, Minnesota, North Dakota and Texas.

SOUTHWEST AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:

NAVAJO MOUNTAIN 1, Navajo Regional Office, Bureau of Indian Affairs. A Type 1 Incident
Management Team (Oltrogge) is assigned. This fire is 35 miles west/northwest of Page, AZ in
timber. Residential areas, communications facility on Navajo Mountain, power lines and herb
gathering grounds remain threatened. Torching, spotting and uphill runs were observed. Burn out
operations around communications towers have been completed.

POTATO COMPLEX, Apache-Sitgreaves National Forest. A Type 2 Incident Management Team
(Raley) is assigned. This complex is 10 miles northwest of Heber-Overgaard, AZ in pinyon pine,
juniper and grass. Four major power lines supplying Phoenix and Tucson remain threatened. A
mandatory evacuation order remains in effect for Chevlon Retreat and Chevlon Acres. Numerous
residences remain threatened. Red Flag conditions continue to hamper containment efforts.
Individual and group tree torching were reported

MARTINEZ Il, Gila National Forest. A Type 1 Incident Management Team, (Whitney) has been
ordered. This fire, formerly named the Martinez, is 12 miles southwest of Reserve, NM in timber
and grass understory. Numerous residences and some commercial properties are threatened.
Wind driven runs to the north continue to be reported along with spotting to the west of Gordon
Canyon.

SKATES, Gila National Forest. A Type 1 Incident Management Team (Dietrich) has been ordered.
This fire is burning 12 miles northeast of Silver City, NM in timber. Numerous residences are
threatened. New Mexico State highways 15 and 35 are closed to the public. Short crown runs
with medium range spotting was observed. A mandatory evacuation is in effect for Lake Roberts
Estates and Upper Mimbres Valley.

BEAVERHEAD, Apache-Sitgreaves National Forest. This fire is 15 miles south of Alpine, AZ in
timber. Residences, ranches, a lodge, cultural resources and power lines are threatened. One
ranch was evacuated. Hot, dry conditions, strong winds, and heavy fuel loading are impeding
containment efforts. Upslope crown fire runs, torching and spotting were reported.

WOODY, Flagstaff District, Arizona State. This fire is in West Flagstaff, AZ city limits in grass and
ponderosa pine. Numerous residences, outbuildings, city infrastructure, Lowell Observatory,
commercial properties and railroad lines are threatened. Numerous residences have been
evacuated.



WARM, Kaibab National Forest. A Fire Use Management Team (Hahnenburg) is assigned. This
lightning-caused Wildland Fire Use (WFU) incident is being managed to accomplish resource
objectives. The fire is burning three miles south of Jacob Lake, AZ in ponderosa pine litter.
Structures protection measures are being implemented and burnout operations are continuing.
The fire is backing and flanking with some torching in small pockets of fuel.

WILLOW, Coronado National Forest. This fire is 15 miles south of Sonita, AZ in grass. The fire is
being monitored. No further information was received.

INDIAN, Kaibab National Forest. This fire is 19 miles southwest of Jacob Lake, AZ in grass. The
fire is being monitored daily.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:

TRACER, Wyoming State Forestry. A Type 2 Incident Management Team (Lowe) has been
ordered. This fire is 12 miles north of Guernsey, WY in pinyon pine, juniper and grass. Numerous
residences, ranches and National Guard training facilities are threatened. Moderate to rapid rates
of spread with backing, torching and spotting were observed.

THOMAS, Little Snake Field Office, Bureau of Land Management. A Type 2 Incident Management
Team (Mullenix) is assigned. This fire is 36 miles west of Maybell, CO in pinyon pine and juniper.
Numerous residences remain threatened. Minimal fire activity was reported.

TYNDELL GULCH, Royal Gorge Field Office, Bureau of Land Management. A Type 2 Incident
Management Team (Blume) is assigned. This fire is eight miles east of Westcliffe, CO in timber
and grass. Numerous residences are threatened and an evacuation order is in place for the Cristo
Vista subdivision. Interior burning with no perimeter spread was reported.



CHEYENNE RIVER, Wyoming State Forestry. This fire is three miles east of Bill, WY in grass and
brush. No further information was received.

BULL RIDGE, Wind River Agency, Bureau of Indian Affairs. This fire is northwest of Lander, WY in
brush, timber and grass. No further information was received.

EASTERN GREAT BASIN AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:

BUCKSKIN, Cedar City Field Office, Bureau of Land Management. This fire is 24 miles east of
Kanab, UT in chaparral. A powerline continues to be threatened, and the line was de-energized.
Four residences are threatened. Isolated torching and creeping were observed.

TUNNEL ROAD, Wasatch Front Area, Division of Forestry Fire and State Lands. This fire is one
mile west of Elberta, UT in grass and brush. No new information was reported.

CAVE, Cedar City Field Office, Bureau of Land Management. This fire is ten miles southwest of
Santa Clara, UT in grass, brush and pinyon pine. Commercial property and utility infrastructure are
threatened. Steep and rugged terrain are impeding containment efforts. Minimal fire behavior was
reported.

WESTWATER 2, Moab Field Office, Bureau of Land Management. This fire is seven miles
northeast of Cisco, UT in pinyon pine, juniper and grass. Structure protection is in place. Active
fire behavior was reported.

ALASKA AREA INCIDENTS/LARGE FIRES:

PARKS HWY, Fairbanks Area Forestry, Alaska Division of Forestry. A Type 2 Incident
Management Team (Kurth) is assigned. This fire is one mile southeast of Nenana, AK in black
spruce, tundra and grass. Numerous residences, recreational cabins, native allotments,
commercial property and utility infrastructure remain threatened. Structure protection remains in



place. Smoke is impacting several communities. Most fire activity is along the east flank, with
running, spotting and torching observed.

NAGEETHLUK RIVER, Galena District, Bureau of Land Management. This fire is west of Anvik,
AK in black spruce and tundra. This fire is being monitored.
