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 On a Dark and Stormy Night:
Can Emergency Responders find your House?

On a dark and stormy night, can emergency responders find and get to your house? Check for yourself and see.

· Can you see your house number from the street in the dark? 

· If you live in the rural area, is your house number at the end of the driveway. Can you see it from all directions in the dark? 

· Are the house numbers in contrasting colors with light colored numbers against a dark background? 

· Can a large fire truck get down your driveway and turn around? 

If you have a long driveway, fire trucks need to be able to get to your house and turn around. Ideally, driveways should be 12 feet wide with all brush and trees pruned 12 feet high above the ground.

"If you can drive a bus down your driveway and turn it around quickly and safely, then you know you’re O.K." said Fire Prevention Specialist Melissa Archer, of the NW Fire Prevention Education Team.

Your address is an important tool used by law enforcement, fire and emergency personnel to identify and locate your residence. When you call 911, the enhanced system will identify and display your address. Once emergency responders have the address, they need to be able to find your house on a dark and stormy night.
