WILDLAND FIRE PREVENTION TALKING POINTS

Points for talking with the public and media

FIRE RESTRICTIONS.

This is only a restriction on the use of open fire in the wildlands, not a closure to the public.  The public is still able to visit and enjoy their recreational areas.

The fire restriction is put in place because of drought conditions and high fire danger levels.

The restriction is on open fires such as campfires, charcoal grills and smoking in the wildlands.  You can still use propane or liquid fuel stoves (like “coleman” stoves.

The fire restriction does not apply to developed recreation sites (like fee campgrounds)

The restriction in Utah applies to all federal, state and private lands outside of incorporated cities.

FIREWORKS.
Fireworks are illegal an all federal, state and private lands outside of incorporated cities.

Please participate in your community’s fireworks celebration and keep fireworks away from the wildland.

FIRE PREVENTION TIPS.

Make sure Campfires are Dead Out.  If they are too hot to touch, they are too hot to leave.

Never park your vehicle over dead grass, your catalytic converter can ignite the fuels and start a fire.

Never toss cigarettes or matches onto the ground.  Make sure they are out and disposed of properly.

Create a fire safe zone around your home.  Clear flammable vegetation from around you home at least 30 feet away.  Keep your roof and gutters clean.  Don’t stack firewood against the house.

Don’t run power equipment (such as mowers or chainsaws) on dry windy days.  Sparks from the blade or chain may start a fire.

If you see a wildfire, do not try to put it out yourself, please call 911 and report it to the emergency response agency for that area.

Teach your children about fire safety.  Contact your local fire department or land management agency for help on how to do this.

Remember to act responsibly and to care for our wild areas.
