Public Urged To Report Arsonists

Citizens are urged to help protect life, property and local resources by reporting suspicious activities.

Arson is the leading cause of wildland fires in this area.  Each year, arsonist ignite fires that burn thousands of acres and are costly to the taxpayers to suppress.  These fires hurt the environment, burn homes, reduce habitat, rangeland, and other valuable resources.  The impacts of these human caused wildland fires can last for years and can alter ecosystems and adversely affect the way these lands are managed.

Arsonists intentionally set fires that destroy your property.  You are encouraged to help reduce arson by gathering and reporting detailed information about suspicious activities you may observe.  The following are important things to note if you observe suspicious activities which may be associated with possible arson:

· Exact location and time of suspicious activity

· Vehicle make, model, color, and license plate number

· Estimated height, weight, hair color, hair length, type of clothing, color of clothing, and footwear.

· Distinguishing characteristics such as facial hair, scars, and tattoos.

· Unusual attire such as earrings, finger rings, and belt buckle.

Report information about suspicious activity and people to your local fire department or law enforcement.
