Subject:	Length of Hire for AD Employees Hired for the Mississippi Canyon Oil Spill 			Response 

In support of the Mississippi Canyon Oil Spill Response, the National Park Service has employed and mobilized a number of AD employees to the Gulf Coast area.  Although the AD hiring authority is normally considered short-term, the duration of the oil spill response does meet the following requirements as referenced in the DOI AD Pay Plan:

This pay plan applies wherever and whenever it becomes necessary to hire persons:

1.  To cope with a sudden and unexpected emergency caused by a fire, or extreme fire potential, flood, storm, or any other all hazard emergency that threatens damage to federally protected property unless brought under immediate control.

To meet the intent of the DOI AD Pay Plan, Kristy Valentine, Casual Payment Center Director, and Christine Peters, Fire Management Program Center,  have determined that the emergency will exist for as long as the well remains uncapped and for as long as oil continues to wash ashore onto “federally protected property.”  Due to the extent and emergency nature of the oil spill response, the length of hire for AD employees can be extended beyond 90 days and until such time as the oil spill response is no longer considered a threat to federally protected property.
