Coal Canyon Fire is 95 Percent Contained

Today firefighters made significant progress mopping up and improving fire lines.  Due to their excellent work, the Coal Canyon Fire is now 95 percent contained and remains at 5,214 acres.  An accelerated demobilization of resources will begin tomorrow morning. 

Today family, friends, and co-workers paid their respects to Trampus Haskvitz, who died while fighting the Coal Canyon Fire.  Also in attendance were local, regional, and national officials.  Our thoughts are with the family during this time. 

The public is reminded to slow down and use caution when traveling on roads near the fire area.  Heavy fire traffic and firefighters working near roads should be expected.     

Some resources from the Coal Canyon Fire have been reassigned to the Zimmer Fire south of Hill City to help support those operations.  The firefighters that were assigned to the 7/11 Fire on Battle Mountain report that it is 9 acres and 100 percent contained.     

Resources currently assigned to the Coal Canyon Fire include:   

20-person Hand Crews: 12 
Helicopters: 4 
Engines: 29 
Dozers: 2 
Water Tenders: 6 
Total Personnel: 468
