1. Tom York, the new Rappel Working Group Chair person briefed the committee on the results of the most recent working group meeting.  A new revised charter was presented to the committee and it was accepted after some discussion about the removal of the word ”fire” from the group’s title.  The working group title will remain “Rappel working Group”.  Tom also identified a change in the charter that gives the working group decision-making authority concerning technical and procedural to the rappel guide.  After some discussion about this, it was recommended that with the upcoming rappel guide re-write that the guide be structured to accommodate this.
