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District Wide Strategic Objectives
· Protect Special Status Species – refer to the District Fire Management Plan for sage-grouse habitat maps, etc.

District Wide Management Requirements
· Consult appropriate resource specialist to ensure that resource management concerns are adequately addressed and that emergency consultation with the USFWS is initiated when necessary.

FMU Strategic Objectives
· Protection of greater sage-grouse habitat is a high natural resource priority.  To the extent practical, protect greater sage-grouse preliminary priority habitat (PPH) and preliminary general habitat (PGH) without compromising firefighter or public safety and loss of property.
· Consideration should be given to suppression objectives, strategies and tactics that minimize loss of this important habitat.

FMU Management Requirements
· The development of strategies and tactics within important sage-grouse habitat should include local unit resource advisors with specific expertise for the area. 
· Consider the best management practices outlined in Instruction Memorandum (IM) 2013-128 in developing strategies and tactics to augment protection of sage-grouse key habitats.   http://web.blm.gov/internal/wo-500/directives/dir-13/im2013-128.html

Incident Objectives
· Protect preliminary priority sage-grouse habitat (PPH) and preliminary general sage-grouse habitat (PGH).  Within PPH and PGH, the highest natural resource priority is the protection of large intact sagebrush habitat areas.   
· During perimeter control, design burnout operations that minimize further loss of important sage-grouse habitat without compromising firefighter or public safety. 
· Once perimeter control is established, mop-up unburned islands and pockets of sagebrush where possible without compromising firefighter or public safety.

Incident Requirements
· All fire management activities will consider safety of personnel and the public as the highest priority.
· Utilize a Resource Advisor to monitor, evaluate, and provide specific expertise on sage-grouse key habitats during suppression activities.
