


Understanding Your Determination Letter

· Qualified
· You will need to access your EAS account to print out your Qualified Certificate. You will take this in order to take the WCT.
· Deferral Exam
· If you received a Determination letter that has ‘Medical deferral related to the following standard’, there will be information from the Reviewing Medical Officer as to what additional information is needed, (see highlighted in example). 
· You will not have an actual determination until more information is submitted. If you do not submit requested additional information in the 10 day timeframe you will be determined to be Not Qualified
· If you are unable to submit your information within 10 working days from the date on your deferral exam, you can submit it through a Reviewing Medical Officer (RMO).  Information on this can be found under ‘What to do now’ section of WLLF Toolbox
· If, after submitting additional information, your determination comes back as ‘Not Qualified’, there will most likely be a note ‘Needs Agency Review’  This means you will need to contact your SHRO representative or FMO for this process. See (see documents 1st Level Risk Mitigation) under ‘What to do now’ section of WLFF Toolbox.

· Not Qualified – 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Static and Stable - Needs Agency Review. Contact your SHRO representative or FMO for the Risk Mitigation/Waiver (RM/W) process.  (see documents 1st Level Risk Mitigation/Waiver) This information can be found under the ‘What to do now’ section of the WLFF Toolbox.
· In the example below, WLFF does not meet the standard but condition is Static and Stable. The RMO has included recommendations for the RM/W.




· Not Qualified 
· Not Static and Stable – Most agencies require a Static and Stable for a Not Qualified determination before they will consider a RM/W.  Additional information can be submitted at any time for a Reviewing Medical Officer (RMO) Consult.  Contact wlffcsr@blm.gov for additional information on this process.
