Governing Board/Facilities
Walking Path - Meagan Conry has requested Einar to obtain official quotes and develop a Walking Path Implementation Plan.  The NEA has set aside $8,000 to complete this project.  We need to discuss and vote on providing additional money if the final cost estimate is over the $8K.  Once the final costs are approved, Einar will contact BSU to schedule the work. Meagan has requested this information by February 14, 2014.  Survey - Have we done one?  Should we consider conducting another one?  Eric Torres reviewed all the Survey Monkeys to see what was presented for a "project", but was unable to find one that addressed this.  NEA has based some functions/activities from direction given after the more formal DOI/BLM surveys were conducted.  Sandra reviewed the NEA records and found an email survey from Feb 2009 that included, among many suggestions, the picnic tables and walking path ideas NEA has attempted to put into place.
 
The GB has requested a regular report on the financial status of the NEA.  That can be provided in one of two methods:  either the monthly notes that provide the details by category (as listed above) or the Excel spreadsheet from Shannon (if a longer history and more detail is desired).  Additionally the GB has asked to see NEAs current list of events.  They would like to review and ensure the right events are matched up with the right agencies.  
 
2014 NEA Officer Nominations
We did not receive contact from anyone wanting to hold officer positions.  Those currently holding office will remain.  Allen (retired Dec 2013) and Elna (set to retire May 2014) expressed an interest in remaining involved after retirement.
Action Item:  Betty to send Allen’s current contact information and the names of two individuals who were interested in participating in NEA, just not in officer positions.

2013 Holiday Party
There was a smaller turnout at this year’s event; however, good reviews that the venue was decorated very nicely.  The food was excellent, both in volume and variety, consisting of turkey, dressing, sweet and regular potatoes, green beans, salad, roll and dessert.  The table decorations were very festive. There are still outstanding receipts for the centerpieces; however, Shannon will issue reimbursement checks.

With fewer participants this year, NEA will consider doing an on-base event in 2014 and possibly alternate on and off-base events in the coming years. We will need a committee of volunteers on campus to make this happen.
Action Item:  Bill will approach the Governing Board to obtain management approval if time away from work can be used for the on-base event and entertainment.

Soup for Coats -- Soup for Coats brought in over 115 coats (25 more than last year!), over 40 warm hats and mittens, several big bags of toiletries, and over $40 were collected to help those without these necessities be a little warmer this winter.

Susan G Koman Race for the Cure – Some NIFC staff are considering participating in this race to be held Saturday, May 10, 2014; would we like to include this as a NIFC function? A team is encouraged to make a minimum $1000 contribution. We could order pink shirts with the same logo used for Women of Wildfire (WOW) and raise money individually and through separate events. We could make the shirts available to all (participants or non-participants) and the profit included in the team donation.
Action Item:  Kathy will check with Shadows to see what can be done to change our logo enough to work on pink shirts.
Action Item:  Kathy will create a flyer and poster for the event.

St Luke’s Celebration – Kathy will take the lead on this event.
Action Item:  Kathy reports the website has been set up; and NIFC WOW has been registered as a team. 
Action Item:  Kathy will send out interest announcements informing employees the website is available for early participant sign ups.

Valentine’s Day Cookies – Valentine’s Day is on the Friday before a Monday holiday, a day when staffing is expected to be low.  We plan to hold the event on Thursday to get better participation. Last year cookies were said to be of better quality at a price of 50¢ per cookie as opposed to 80¢ paid in previous years.

Pizza Lunch – Event to be held in March pending a date scheduled at the Smokejumper’s Loft.

The musical Wicked is to be held at the Morrison Center in April. NIFC had 31 participants sign up to make it a group event and provide a substantial discount for tickets. Thank you to Sheri Ascherfeld for facilitating the purchase of the tickets.

Healthy Living Challenge
The 2013 Healthy Living Challenge has wrapped up for the year.  We had 26 sign up with 14 completing the challenge for a total of 21,143 miles.  The individual top achiever was Tate Fischer with a total of 3,397 miles. A big “Thank you” goes out to Kris, the coordinator of the event.
