Walking Path
Einar received BSU’s proposal on April 24, 2014 which consisted of a contract amount of $4,000 (not including labor) and materials of $5,000 for 600 feet of path.  The proposal came in well above what could be accepted, without pursuing a public bid process nor be an acceptable use of member funds for a small section of the originally planned path. In addition, there would not be enough time for the completion of the project before BSU’s spring semester ends. 

A new survey will be sent to employees for campus project ideas that would make better use of member funds.
