Subject:	National IHC Status Reporting System

As fire season continues, the need for critical resources remains high.  The National Multi-Agency Coordinating Group (NMAC) recognizes that Type 1 Interagency Hotshot Crews (IHCs) will continue to be in demand.

The National IHC Status Reporting System provides valuable information to the NMAC.  This information is used to ensure IHCs are utilized efficiently, and the needs of ongoing and new incidents can be met.  Timely information provided by the crews (specifically 14th day, demobilization plan, days off, availability, and the end of season date) is critical.

The NMAC appreciates the information currently being provided by the IHC community. The information has been extremely helpful for strategic planning and decision-making.

The majority of IHCs are reporting; however NMAC requests that all IHCs utilize the National IHC Status Reporting System to ensure this critical information is kept up to date.

IHCs may report status via three methods:

· Contacting the NICC Crew Desk at 208-387-5400.
