Subject:	 	Prescribed Fire Approval Process 	

It was recently brought to our attention that there is a discrepancy between the 2015 Interagency Standards for Fire and Fire Aviation Operations (Red Book) and the 2015 National Mobilization Guide regarding prescribed fire approval at National Preparedness Levels 4 and 5.

National Mobilization Guide (2015); Page 15:

"Situations and activities described within the Preparedness Levels consider wildland fires and prescribed fires. Prescribed fire application can be continued or be initiated if the proposed action is approved by an agency at the Regional or State Office level. This approval must be based on an assessment of risk, impacts of the proposed actions on Area resources and activities. At any preparedness level, NMAC may request that proposed new prescribed fire (Rx) applications be curtailed to meet national resource needs for emergency operations."

Interagency Standards for Fire and Fire Aviation Operations (2015); Page 17-3:

"Approval is required for implementation of prescribed fires at national PLs 4 and 5 (refer to the National Mob Guide)."

For the 2015 wildland fire season please follow the 2015 National Mobilization Guide and applicable agency/bureau specific policy and guidance for prescribed fire approval at elevated national preparedness levels.
