The recent showers have moistened fine fuels, such as twigs, and grasses.  Large fuels, such as bigger branches, logs, and downed trees, are still very dry inside and will burn with great intensity.

 

Keep in mind; dry vegetation – both living and dead – are easily ignited.  Think before you act!  Consider that the following objects and activities can start a wildfire, destroying homes, threatening lives and damaging your local resources.

 

· Sparks from chainsaws 

· Reflected and magnified sunlight from broken glass 

· Tossed cigarettes 

· Discarded fireworks 

· Abandoned campfires 

· Hot vehicle exhaust systems 

· Unattended debris burning

· Carelessness
