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Safe Debris Burning

Debris burning can be a very effective means of reducing fire hazards around your home and structures if handled properly and safely.  All citizens are urged to do their debris burning early in the season, but be careful as we transition from spring to early summer.

Here are some fire safety tips you can do to protect your home and property and the resources from a wildland fire starting at your home:

· Have a valid burning permit.

· Advise your local fire department the morning you are going to burn; this will inform the local agencies of a burn at that location.

· Keep the pile small, and manageable.

· Clear all flammable material and vegetation within 10 feet of the pile.

· Be in attendance with a shovel until the burn is dead out.

· Keep a hose and bucket of water at the burn site.

· Don’t burn when windy.

· Ensure your fire is out!  Check the burn area before leaving it, even if you think it’s dead out.

· An adult must be in attendance at all times.
