Make Sure Equipment is “Fire Safe”

Fire prevention specialists would like to remind people who plan to work in the wildland environment  this summer to help prevent wildland fires by operating and maintaining their equipment properly.

Equipment use is a major cause of wildland fires.  Each year people using chainsaws, weed eaters, lawn mowers, welders, grinders, bulldozers, farm harvesting equipment, off road vehicles and other equipment that generate sparks start numerous fires.

People who use this equipment on or near dry grass and brush are encouraged to take a few simple precautions to prevent wildfires:

Check fire conditions before you operate, find out the fire danger.

Comply with any conditions on campfires, smoking, or equipment use.

Don’t park cars, trucks, or recreational vehicles on dry vegetation.  The exhaust system on a vehicle can reach a temperature of more than 1000 degrees, it only takes about 500 degrees to start a wildfire in the summer.

Use an approved spark arrester on all internal combustion powered equipment.
