High temperatures and dry vegetation are leading to devastating fires this season.  These fires can be reduced with your help.  The accumulation of weeds and dry brush and other burnable material present a serious fire hazard and can catch fire from flying sparks and spread to your home.  Maintain a defensible space around your home by clearing all flammable vegetation within at least 30 feet of the structure.  Think about fire safety while in brush, and grass areas.  Whether you are a resident or a tourist, it is your responsibility to protect wildland areas.
