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Don’t Let Your Home Become Fuel for a Wildfire 

 

Protect your home from wildfire.  Learn steps you can take to create a survivable environment, making it safe to live, work and play.

 

Clearing flammable materials from around your home creates a defensible, survivable space when fire comes to your neighborhood.  Maintaining a 30 to 50- foot buffer around your home and use of fire resistant landscaping reduces the chance of wildfire spreading to your home.  

 

Please follow these guidelines:

 

· Remove pine debris from your roof, gutters and from around your home. 

· Install spark arresters on chimneys. 

· Keep tree limbs back 15 feet from your chimneys. 

· Remove brush a minimum of 30 feet from any structure. 

· Move woodpiles 30 feet away from any structure. 

· Remove combustible storage from under decks and eaves. 

· Prune trees 10 feet from the ground. 

· Ensure your address is visible and distinguishable from the street, both day and night.
