Parents Are Encouraged To Talk To Kids About Fire

Parents of school-aged children are being encouraged to talk to their kids about the dangers of playing with fire.  A child playing with matches can cause damage to the home, grassland, other property and resources.  The local area has a history of children caused fires.

Traditionally, juvenile fires are started right before school gets out for the summer, and then right before schools starts in the fall.  Even though school age children may get some fire prevention education in school, they sometimes forget.

Parents should continue to speak with their children at home as there are still a few months left in the fire season.  Parents need to talk to their children about the dangers and consequences of playing with matches or lighters, what to do if they find matches or lighters, and what to do if they see a friend or other children playing with matches or lighters.  Parents can be held responsible for the damage caused by their children and depending on the severity of the case the child may be referred for further action.  It cannot be stressed enough about the importance of educating children about the dangers of playing with fire.
