Current  Situation:   Moderate  initial  attack  activity  continued  in most 
areas.  Reports received indicate good progress has been made on large fires. 
 
Eastern Area Large Fires: 
 
SAG CORRIDOR, Superior NF.  A Type II Incident Management Team  (Tarbell)  is 
committed.  The fire is burning in a pine fuel type, with occasional spotting 
up  to  600  feet.   Duff is burning to a depth of three feet.  Access to the 
fireline is by boat or  float  plane.   Crews  made  good  progress  on  line 
construction.   Structure  protection  of  over  forty  cabins and homes is a 
primary objective.  About 300 evacuees remain  at  the  community  center  in 
Grand Marais.

TURKEY,  Utah  State.   The fire received some precipitation today aiding the 
suppression efforts. 
 
CAMP WILLIAMS, Utah State.   The  fire  received  some  rain  yesterday  from 
passing  thunderstorms.   The  fire  reported  no significant activity due to 
cooler temperatures and higher humidities.  The containment date was set back 
due to managers taking extra caution from unexploded ordinance and  inability 
to enter some areas.

Steep rocky 
terrain hampered control efforts and structures were  threatened.   Burn  out 
tactics were used to strengthen line built on the northeast flank.

OUTLOOK:    A FIRE WEATHER WATCH IS POSTED FOR THE NORTHERN SACRAMENTO VALLEY 
FOR GUSTY NORTH WINDS TO 30 MPH.   An upper level trough of low pressure will 
move into Montana with clouds, scattered showers and thundershowers.  A  cold 
front  will  extend  from  eastern  Montana  through Wyoming and into central 
Utah.  The Pacific Northwest will have some  morning  clouds  with  afternoon 
sunshine.   Dry,  but a little cooler weather will move into the Great Basin. 
Monsoon moisture continues to cover the desert  Southwest  and  the  Southern 
Rockies.   Scattered  afternoon  and  evening thundershowers, some with heavy 
rain, will extend from Arizona and New Mexico into Colorado and  southeastern 
Utah.   Isolated  thundershowers  are  also  possible  over the mountains and 
deserts of southern California.  High temperatures will range from  the  70’s 
to  the  mid  80’s in the northern tier of states to the 90’s in the southern 
tier.  The Southwest deserts  will  have  highs  from  100  to  115  degrees. 
Minnesota   can  expect  isolated  thunderstorms  and  thundershowers  today, 
becoming more scattered tonight.  Highs will be in the 80’s  and  90’s,  with 
winds  ten  to  twenty miles per hour.  Moderate fire activity is expected to 
continue.
