The fire is being nanaged under Unified Command with the Province
of Ontario, with suppression forces being shared across the border as needed.
H gh wi nds caused the fire to escape through an unsecured perineter on the
nort hwest fl ank, burning about 300 acres in M nnesota before junping the

G anite River and burning into Canada. Crews were pulled off the north flank
of the fire due to safety concerns. Mst of the additional acreage burned
yesterday was in Ontario. A Canadian Incident Managenent Teamwi || take over
the Canadi an side of the fire today.
