Current Situation: Initial attack activity remained at a noderate pace
t hroughout nobst of the U S. Over 100,000 people have been evacuated from
Nati onal Parks, <coastal islands and lowlying areas along the Atlantic

seaboard in preparation for the landfall of hurricane Felix.
Eastern Area Large Fires:

SAG CORRI DOR, Superior NF. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team (Tarbell) is
assigned. The fire increased by 2,710 acres, all on the Canadi an side of the
bor der. The fire has burned a total of 3,939 acres in the U S and 8, 261
acres in Canada. The U S. portion of the fire is 90% contained, wth full
contai nment expected this evening. Structure protection continues to be a
high priority. Burnout operations were initiated on the Canadian side |late
yesterday afternoon. The fire junped the lines in Division C on the Canadi an
side and junped Red Sucker Bay. Resources listed in the table below are a
conbination of U S. and Canadi an resources.

The
cold front extending fromnortheast Mntana through eastern lIdaho and into
central Nevada will nove southeast today across western Woning, central U ah
and into southern Nevada. South to west winds will increase ahead of the
system with cooler tenperatures and higher humdity behind it. Isolated dry



thunderstorns are expected over western Woning. |daho and Montana will have
wi dely scattered showers and wet thunderstornms with snow showers possible on
the higher nmountains. Washington and Oregon will have widely scattered rain
showers. Wdely scattered showers and thunderstornms are possible over Uah
and the nmountains of Col orado. Mnsoon noisture will continue over Arizona
and New Mexi co bringing scattered wet thunderstorns. High tenperatures wll
range from the md 90's to 111 degrees fromthe southern California Valleys
to the desert Southwest. The northern half of Idaho and western Montana will
have highs in the 50°s. The renmainder of the West will have highs in t he
70's and 80's. Northern Mnnesota will be under a high pressure systemwith
partly cloudy skies and warm humid conditions. Highs will be inthe low to
md 80's, with 10-18 MPH south to southeast winds. Mderate fire activity is
expected, with the potential for increased activity in northern M nnesota and
areas where warni ngs and watches are posted.
