A NFC
contract jet was nobilized to the Southern Area to provide personnel transport
in support of Hurricane Marilyn recovery efforts.

A NPS All Ri sk Managenent Team (W ssinger) continues to assist in the repair of
Park facilities and housing. A replacenent Team has been ordered and wll
arrive on 10/4 to assune operational responsibility on 10/6.

Sout hcentral Al aska Fl ood Response:

A Type | Incident Managenent Team (Liebersbach) in Anchorage, a Type II
I nci dent Managenent Team (WIlcock) in Soldotna and a Type |l Incident
Managenent Team (Stan) in Seward are assigned to the State of Al aska to assi st
i n danage assessnment and relief activities. Disaster Information Centers are
being set wup in Soldotna, Seward and Skwenta. The river |evel at Kenai Keys
and Sol dotna are expected to drop below flood stage this norning. Di versi on
work on the Resurrection River is expected to be conplete tonorrow. Hazard
assessnments, road repairs and debris collection continue. To date 145 hones
have been damaged and one hone destroyed.
