              *** A FIRE WEATHER WATCH IS POSTED IN NORTHERN *** 
            *** AND WESTERN NEVADA FOR STRONG COLD FRONT WINDS *** 
 
A strong Pacific cold front will move into the west coast states early 
today and into the Northern Rockies and northern Great Basin later in the 
day.  This front will bring wind, rain and snow, especially to the higher 
elevations. Precipitation and high humidities are expected for the Pacific 
Northwest and Northern Rockies.  Dry and windy conditions will develop in 
the Great Basin and central Rockies.  California and the desert Southwest 
will have dry and breezy conditions.  High temperatures will range from 
the 40’s to the 50’s in the Pacific Northwest and Northern Rockies.  
Southern California and the desert Southwest will be in the 80’s and 90’s.
