CURRENT SI TUATION: Large fire activity continued in Southern California,

necessitating the nobilization of a Type Il Incident Managenment Team The
West ern Basin experienced increased large fire activity. Resource
nobi |l i zation through NICC remained mininmal. Very high and extrene fire

i ndices were reported in California, Nevada, Oregon, Arizona, and
M nnesot a.

SQUTHERN CALI FORNI A LARGE FI RES:

An Area Command Team (Edrington) is assigned to the Los Padres Nationa
For est .

LOGAN, Los Padres NF. A Type | Incident Managenent Team (Kohut) is
assigned. This fire is 20 mles east of Santa Maria, CA.  Structure
protection continues in communities to the south and west of the fire.
Poor access and steep terrain continues to hamper suppression efforts.
Cul tural resources, watersheds, and structures are currently threatened.

HOPPER, Los Padres NF. A Type | Incident Managenent Team (G eenhoe) is
assigned. This fire is located 5 mles north of Fillnore, CA

Firefighters nade good progress toward contai nment objectives. Threats to
the conmunities of Fillnmore and Piru have significantly decreased. Steep
terrain and limted access continue to create control problens.

CHOKE, Sequoia NF. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team (Battreal) is
assigned. This fire is located in the Mnarch WI derness, approximtely 50
nmles east of Fresno, CA. Firefighters contained a 50 acre spot fire that
was caused by roll ing material. The renote location of the fire has
required the use of helicopters for tactical and |ogistical operations.

JACKS, Sequoia NF. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team (Bacon) has been
ordered, and will take over the fire today. This fire is 30 niles east
of Lake Isabella, in the Kiahava WIlderness. No other information was

recei ved.

Torching was
confined to the interior portions of the blaze. No significant runs were
reported.

WARRI OR, W nnenucca District, BLM This fire is located 15 miles north of
Fern ley, NV. Active fire behavior was observed yesterday, with a 1« mle
flanme front reported.

HOT POT, Elko District, BLM The fire is located 25 nmiles north of Battle
Mountain, NV. High winds, flashy fuels and |low relative humdities caused
the fire to spread at a very rapid rate.
