CURRENT SI TUATION: New large fires were reported in the Northwest Area,
necessitating the nobilization of two Type Il Incident Managenent Teans.
Resou rce nobilization through NI CC continued with orders for aircraft,
equi prent, crews and overhead. Very high and extrenme fire indices
continue to be reported on units in California, Arizona, Nevada, O egon
and Washi ngt on.

NORTHWEST LARGE FI RES

GOLD CREEK, Wnatchee NF. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team (Furlong) is
assigned. This fire is located 20 m|es southwest of Ellensburg, WA. The
fire is burning in nmixed conifer with sage understory. The fire is within
1/4 mle of residences. It is burning actively with isolated torching and
spotting up to 1 /4 mle away. Three strike teans of structural engines
are providing structure protection. Wnds in the area are 23-30 MPH

H GHWAY 291, Washington State Departnent OF Natural Resources. A Type |

I ncid ent Managenent Team (Fl anigan) is assigned. This fire is burning 30
mles northwes t of Spokane, on both sides of the Spokane River near the
community of Tum Tum Thirty plus residences are threatened.

OLD TRAILS, Washington State Department Of Natural Resources. This fire
began in Airway Heights, a suburb of Spokane, and is burning north toward
Ri verside Stat e Park. Two residences and one busi ness were destroyed.
The canpground at the p ark was evacuated, and residents in the area were
asked to |l eave. Hikers have been advised to evacuate the Centennia
Trail.

M LE PCST 248, Umatilla NF. A Type Il Incident Managenent Team (Lukens)
is assigned. This fire is burning in grass and brush, 8 niles east of
Meacham OR . Firefighters made good progress on the fire yesterday.

OUTLOOK:

Washi ngton will be nostly cloudy and a little cooler with scattered
showers alo ng the Cascades and eastern Washington. There will be areas
of morning fog al ong the coast and western Washi ngton. High tenperatures
will range from65-70 on the coast, 70's and 80’s in western Washi ngton,
and in the 80's to 90's in eastern Washi ngton

Oregon will be nobstly sunny except areas of norning fog on the coast and
in the northwestern interior. Hi gh tenperatures will be in the high 60’'s
al ong the coast, otherwise it will be 80's in the north and nid 90's in

t he sout h.

California will have norning fog and | ow cl ouds al ong the coast and
coastal valleys, otherwise it will be nostly sunny. There is a slight
chance of late afternoon thunderstorms over the central Sierra Crest.

H gh tenperatures will be in the 60°s to 70’s along the coast, 70's to
80's in the nountains, 90's to 105 in the inland valleys and in the upper
90’s to near 110 in the southern deserts.

Nevada will be nostly sunny. High tenperatures will be in the 80's to
90’ s, except near 110 in the southern deserts.

Hi gh pressure will push eastward into the east part of Alaska, as a | ow
pressure noves into the western section of the state. It will be cloudy
with rain in the northwest and south spreading into central Al aska during
the afternoon. The southeast will be nostly sunny. High tenperatures
will be in the upper 50's in the northwest to lower 70's in the southeast
part of the state.

M chigan will be cloudy with showers and thunderstorns likely. High
tenperatures will be in the high 70's in the north to the lower 70's in
t he sout hwest .

M nnesota will be cloudy with showers and thunderstorms likely in the
north, and a chance of showers and thunderstorms in the central and
south. High tenmperatu res will be in the upper 60's in the north to the
lower 80's in the south.
