CURRENT SITUATION:. No new large fires were reported. Northern California
reported increased initial attack fire activity. Al aska reported

i ncreased acreage on a couple of limted fires. The remainder of the U S.
reported mninmal activity. Units in Southern California, Arizona and New
Mexi co continue to report very high and extrene fire indices. Canada
continues to experience significant fire activity. Fires have caused the
evacuations of 70 people in Ontario and 1,300 in Quebec.

The valleys will see tenperatures in the 70's and 80's with the deserts in
the 90's. A low pressure systemover the G eat Basin will bring strong

Wi nds to Arizona, with gusts over 40 MPH. This systemw |l bring a chance
of showers and thunderstorns over the north. The rest of the state wll
be warm and dry. Hi gh tenperatures will be in the 60’s in the nountains
and the 90's in the southern deserts. An upper level trough in western
Oregon is noving to the southeast. This systemw Il bring widely
scattered showers and thunderstorms to California, with breezy and cool er
conditions and dropping snow |l evels to 7-8,000 feet. High tenperatures
will be inthe 60's and lower 70's in the mountains and coast, with 70's
and 80's in the valleys. The southern deserts will see the lower 90’s.

M nnesota and Wsconsin will have cooler and dry conditions except for a
chance of afternoon thunderstornms over southern and eastern W sconsin.

Hi gh tenperatures will be in the lower 70's north, to the lower 80's in
the south. Alaska will be partly cloudy with scattered showers and
thunderstorns in the central and east.
