QUTLOOK: Al aska will be nostly sunny with isol ated showers or
thunderstornms. High tenperatures will be in the 60's along the coast and
70's tonmd 80's inthe interior. California will be sunny, dry and
locally breezy. Coastal areas will have patchy norning fog and | ow
clouds. Tenperatures will be in the 70's along the coast, 80's to 90's in
the inland vall eys, and 100-105 degrees in the deserts. Arizona will be
nostly sunny and locally breezy. Eastern Arizona will be warm and dry
with isolated afternoon thunderstorns. Tenperatures will be in the upper
80's in the mountains to 110 in the southern deserts. New Mexico will be
partly cloudy with scattered thunderstorns over the nountains.
Temperatures will be 70 degrees in the nmountains, 90's in the valleys and
near 100 in the deserts.
