
 
INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SITUATION REPORT                     
SATURDAY, JULY 3, 1999 - 0900 MDT                      
NATIONAL PREPAREDNESS LEVEL II 
 
 
CURRENT SITUATION: 
 
Initial attack and large fire activity increased in the Rocky Mountain, 
Great Basin, northern California and Northwest Areas.  Minimal activity 
was reported elsewhere.  The National Interagency Coordination Center 
mobilized airtankers, helicopters, caterers, Shower units, radio 
equipment, engines, crews and miscellaneous overhead.  High to extreme 
fire indices were reported in Nevada, California, Arizona, New Mexico, 
Utah, Colorado, Alaska, west Texas and Idaho.  
 
 
EASTERN GREAT BASIN LARGE FIRES: 
 
RAILROAD, Richfield Field Office, BLM.  A Type I Incident Management Team 
(Storey) has been ordered.  This fire is 20 miles northwest of Nephi, UT.  
Two engine crew members deployed fire shelters, both received minor burns.  
A commercial building, summer homes and a 1,300 gallon fuel truck tanker 
were destroyed.  Numerous structures continue to be threatened.  
 
WRIGLEY, Moab Field Office, BLM.  A Type II Incident Management Team 
(Suwyn) is assigned.  This fire is 50 miles southwest of Grand Junction, 
CO.  Several loads of retardant were dropped on the fire yesterday.  
 
STEAMBOAT, Moab Field Office, BLM.  This fire is 50 miles southwest of 
Grand Junction, CO in a remote area.  No other information was reported.  
 
LITTLE HOLE, Moab Field Office.  This fire is burning in grass and pinyon 
juniper 50 miles southwest of Grand Junction, CO.  Dozer lines are being 
constructed on the north and south flanks.  Four residences were 
evacuated.  Several structures remain threatened.

ROCKY MOUNTAIN AREA LARGE FIRES: 
 
NORTH RIDGE, Craig District, BLM.  A Type II Incident Management Team 
(Hart) is assigned.  The fire is near Meeker, CO.  Control efforts have 
been hampered by steep, rocky terrain and active fire behavior.  The fire 
jumped control lines on three sides.  Current threats are to a remote 
weather station, high voltage powerline and deer winter range.  



 
BLACK RIDGE COMPLEX, Grand Junction District, BLM.  A Type II Incident 
Management Team (Sexton) is assigned.  The fires are located around the 
community of Fruita, CO.  This complex includes the Rabbit Valley, Jones, 
Sieber Canyon, Waterjug, Little Delores, Toms Canyon, West Toms Canyon and 
South Toms Canyon.  High winds caused the Rabbit Valley fire to make major 
runs in unaccessible terrain south of the Colorado River.  
 
FRUITLAND, Montrose District, BLM.  This fire is 10 miles west of 
Crawford, CO.  Regardant drops aided ground support on the fire yesterday.  
 
BLACK MOUNTAIN, Grand Junction District, BLM.  This fire is burning on 
private and BLM land five miles north of Mesa, CO.  No other information 
was reported.  
 
STEAMBOAT C, Grand Junction District, BLM.  This fire is 12 miles 
northwest of Gateway, CO.  The fire will be managed by the Moab Field 
Office.

This fire is 
threatening the community of Lewiston, CA.  Approximately a third of the 
community has been evacuated.  Three homes have been destroyed with 15 
more directly threatened.

OUTLOOK: 
 
*** A RED FLAG WARNING IS POSTED IN NEVADA FOR STRONG WINDS, HIGH HAINES 
INDICES AND LOW RELATIVE HUMIDITY *** Nevada will be sunny, windy and 
cooler.  Winds will be west at 15 to 25 MPH with gusts up to 40 MPH.  High 
temperatures will be in the 70’s to 80’s, except 100 to 110 in the 
southern deserts.  
 
*** A FIRE WEATHER WATCH IS POSTED FOR MOST OF UTAH FOR STRONG WINDS AND 
VERY LOW RELATIVE HUMIDITY *** Utah will be sunny and hot, except partly 
cloudy in the extreme east with widely scattered afternoon showers and 
thunderstorms.  Winds will be southwest to south at 20 to 30 MPH with 
gusts to 45 MPH.  High temperatures will be in the 80’s in the mountains 
and 90’s to 110 elsewhere.  
 
*** A FIRE WEATHER WATCH IS POSTED IN WESTERN COLORADO FOR STRONG 
SOUTHWEST WINDS AND LOW RELATIVE HUMIDITY *** Western Colorado will become 
partly cloudy with isolated thunderstorms, some possibly dry.  Winds will 
be southwest at 20 to 30 MPH with gusts to 40 MPH.  High temperatures will 



be in the 70’s to 80’s, with 90’s in the west-central valleys.  
 
*** A FIRE WEATHER WATCH IS POSTED IN NORTHWEST ARIZONA FOR LOW FUEL 
MOISTURE, GUSTY WINDS AND LOW RELATIVE HUMIDITY *** Arizona will be mostly 
sunny and locally windy in the west.  The east will be partly cloudy with 
a slight chance of afternoon thunderstorms.  Winds will be south to 
southwest at 20 to 30 MPH with gusts to near 40 MPH in the western portion 
of the state.  Eastern Arizona winds will be 10 to 20 MPH.  High 
temperatures will be in the 80’s in the mountains, 90 to 100 at the lower 
elevations and up to 108 along the Colorado River and the southwestern 
deserts.  
 
Northern California will be mostly cloudy, with a slight chance of 
isolated rain showers.  Winds will be west to northwest at 5 to 15 MPH.  
High temperatures will be in the 70’s to lower 80’s.  Southern California 
will be sunny.  High temperatures will be in the 70’s to 80’s inland with 
90’s to 105 in the deserts, and 118 in Death Valley.
