Moderate initial attack fire activity was reported in the Southwest Area,
while minor activity was reported el sewhere. Large fire activity
continued in the Southern, Southwest, and Eastern Areas. Denobilization
of crews, aircraft, caterers, showers, miscellaneous overhead, and radio
equi prent fromthe G eat Basin and Sout hwest Areas is underway. Four
crews will be denobilized within the Southern Area via the NI FC contract
jet today. Very high or extreme fire indices were reported in New Mexico,
Arizona, west Texas, and Georgi a.

SQUTHERN AREA LARCE FI RES:

FRI ENDLY, Osceola National Forest. A Type | Incident Managenent Team
(Melton) is assigned. Containnent |lines around the fire south of Hi ghway
2 continue to be inproved by crews. Florida H ghway 2 and Georgi a H ghway
94 remain closed due to heavy snoke and safety concerns. The fire is 8
mles fromthe comunities of Council, Georgia and Benton, Florida.

Hel i copters and air tankers continued to provide air support.

BROOKEN CREEK, Florida State. This lightning caused fire remains within
Pinellas County.

New Mexico will be partly cloudy and windy with widely scattered afternoon
thunderstornms in the east. Wnds will be southwest at 15 to 30 MPH.
Tenmperatures will range fromthe md 60s to |lower 70s in the nountains and
northern part of the state to the nmid 80s and md 90s el sewhere.

Arizona will be fair to partly cloudy and wi ndy. Scattered showers and
thunderstorns are possible in the north and central regions. Wnds will
be south at 20 to 30 MPHwith gusts to 40 MPH. Highs will range from 50
to 65 in the north, 75 to 85 in the |l ower northern valleys and canyons,

and from85 to 95 in the southern deserts.

Florida will be nobstly clear in the northern part of the state and nostly
cloudy in the south, with scattered afternoon thunderstornms. Wnds will
be 5 to 15 MPH and variable. Hi ghs statewide will be 86 to 91.

M nnesota will be partly clouded with isolated to scattered afternoon
thunderstorns. Wnds will be southwest at 10 to 20 MPH.  High



temperatures will be in the 70's.

Nevada will be nostly cloudy with showers and scattered thunderstorns in
the north and central regions. Snow level will be at 5,500 feet in the
west, and near 7,000 feet in the east. Southern Nevada will be partly
cloudy and breezy. Wnds in the northern part of the state will be 5 to
20 MPH in the valleys and 20 to 30 MPH on ridgetops. In the south, w nds
will be southwest at 15 to 25 MPHin the valleys and 20 to 30 MPH on
ridgetops. Tenperatures will be 28 to 50 in the northern nountains, 52 to
65 in the northern valleys, and 68 to 82 in the southern vall eys.
