CURRENT SI TUATI ON

Moderate initial attack activity was reported in the Eastern Great Basin,
California, Rocky Muntain, and Southern Areas. Large fire activity
continued in Al aska and the Southwest. New large fires were reported in
Northern California, Southern California and the Eastern Great Basin. The
Nati onal | nteragency Coordination Center nobilized radi o equipnent, a
caterer, shower, type Il helicopter, infrared aircraft and m scel | aneous
overhead. Very high to extrene fire indices were reported in Nevada,
Arizona, Utah, and California.

SQUTHWEST AREA LARGE FI RES:

BOX CANYON, Saguaro National Mnunment. A Fire Use Managenent Team
(Johnson) is assigned. This lightning ignited wildland fire is being
managed to acconplish resource objectives. This fire is east of Tucson
AZ. Retardant was dropped to protect endangered frogs. The west and
south flanks continue to be inproved by crews. No substantial fire
behavi or was reported yesterday.

REAMER, Prescott National Forest. This fire is burning in grasslands near
Canp Verde, AZ. No other information was reported.

MEXI CO 15, Coronado National Forest. This fire is in a very renote

location thirty mles northwest of Nogales, AZ. No new infornmation was
recei ved.
