CURRENT SITUATION: 
 
Moderate initial attack activity was reported for the Southern and 
Southwest Areas, with minimal fire activity being reported elsewhere. The 
Province of Ontario continues to experience large fire activity with eight 
major fires that have burned over 418,800 acres.  Very high and extreme 
fire indices were reported in Arizona, New Mexico, Texas, Michigan, and 
Louisiana.

HICKORY ISLAND, Okefenokee National Wildlife Refuge.  This fire is located 
near Folkston, GA.  No new information was received, this will be the last 
report unless new information is reported.

OUTLOOK:  
 
Florida will be mostly clear today, except for thunderstorms in the east 
central part of the state.  Minimum humidities will be 25-55 percent.  
Winds will be east at 5-15 MPH. High temperatures will be in the mid 80’s 
to lower 90’s.  
 
Virginia will be partly cloudy.  Winds will be west to northwest at 5-10 
MPH.  Minimum humidities will be 30-45 percent.  High temperatures will be 
in the mid 70’s to mid 80’s. 
  
Michigan will be partly sunny and cool. Minimum humidities will be 30-45 
percent.  Winds will be northwest at 10 MPH. High temperatures will range 
from 45-60 degrees.  
 
Minnesota will be sunny in the morning, with increasing clouds in the 
afternoon and a chance of showers late in the day.  Minimum humidities 
will be 30-45 percent.  Winds will be east to southeast at 10-20 MPH.  
High temperatures will be in the mid 50’s to mid 60’s.  
 
Wisconsin will be sunny with increasing afternoon clouds. Minimum 
humidities will be 35-40 percent.  Winds will be east to southeast at 
10-20 MPH.  High temperatures will be in the upper 50’s to upper 60’s.  
 
New Mexico will be mostly cloudy in the northwestern part of the state.  
Sunny and warm conditions will prevail elsewhere.  Minimum humidities will 
be 10-20 percent.  Winds will be west to southwest at 20-40 MPH.  High 
temperatures will be in the lower 60’s to near 80 in the northern 
mountains, with 80’s to lower 90’s in the south.  
 
West Texas will have a chance of thunderstorms in the east.  Mostly sunny 
conditions are expected elsewhere.  Minimum humidities will be 10-25 
percent.  Winds will be south to southwest at 15-30 MPH.  High 
temperatures will be in the 80’s in the Guadalupe mountains to near 102 
along The Rio Grande River.
