CURRENT SI TUATI ON:

The Northern Rockies, Eastern Great Basin and Sout hwest Areas reported new
large fire activity. Initial attack activity was light to noderate

nati onwi de. Contai nment objectives were reached on several large fires in
Utah, California and Col orado. The National Interagency Coordi nation
Center nobilized helicopters, small transport aircraft, infrared aircraft,
radi o equi prent, engi nes, and m scell aneous overhead. Very high to
extrene fire danger indices were reported in Al aska, Arizona, California,
Col orado, |daho, Nevada, Utah and Woni ng.

ROCKY MOUNTAI N AREA LARCE Fl RES:

An Area Command Team (Mann) is assigned to manage the large fires in
west ern Col orado and sout hwest Wom ng. A Type Il Incident Managenent
Team (Anderson) is staged in Denver.

W LD HORSE BASIN, Rock Springs District, BLM A Type |l Incident
Managenent Team (Gardner) is assigned. This fire, near Rock Springs, W,
is burning in pinyon pine, juniper, sagebrush and grass. Hunidities have
i ncreased, assisting with containment efforts.

BUSTER FLATS, Dinosaur National Mnunent, NPS. A Type Il Incident
Managenent Team (Sisk) is assigned. This fire is burning in pinyon pine
and juniper 75 mles northwest of Craig, COin very steep terrain. High
cumul us cl ouds provi ded shade over the fire area for nost of the day.

DRY FORK, Medicine Bow National Forest. This fire is burning in
cottonwood and greasewood in the Cheyenne River bottom 14 mles northeast

of Bill, WY. Good progress toward contai nment has been nade over the past
few days.

Fire activity was noderate with east
to sout heast winds causing the west and northeast perineter to advance

wi th occasional torching. The fire continues to back towards Kindinana

100 ml es sout hwest of Fairbanks. It was started on 6/24 by |ightning.

Northwest w nds and
low hunidities caused runs on the west side of the fire.
